Representatives of human rights communlty organized a peaceful Slt in program on
occasion of the International Justice & 33 :

Day and 11th anniversary of Rome
Statute for 45 minutes today at
Shantibatika, Ratnapark. The
program organized by Citizen's Task
Force to Combat Impunity was
participated by various organizations
and individuals involved in the Task
Force and the general public. The
participants of the sit-in program
criticized the government for not
acceding to the Rome Statute even a
long time after the then reinstituted
parliament had passed resolution to
accede to it on 25 July 2006. They
demanded with the government to &8

Speaking on teh occasion,
FOHRID Chairperson Birendra
Prasad Thapaliya said that as
the Rome Statute is directly
related to impunity, impunity
cannot be ended without
accession into the Rome
Statute. He added that to end
the increasing trend of impunity
we must exert pressure to
ensure right of legal remedy
against impunity and human




rights violation under right regarding criminal justice in the new constitution. Mentioning
that the government has ignored the directive of the parliament, Thapaliya expressed his
suspicion that the Nepalese rulers and the political parties might be hatching genomde
and war crimes.

He further stressed that the
accession into the Rome Statute
is necessary to end the mentality
that there is no punishment for crime; to avert genocide, crimes against humanity; and to
establish sustainable peace in the country. He said that a civilized society cannot be
established without accession into Rome Statute and there is no alternate of accession
into Rome Statute to construct a country with the culture of human rights.
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Expressing vote of thanks to the
participants of the sit-in program
on behalf of the Citizen's Task
Force to Combat Impunity,
Convener Nutan  Thapaliya
pointed that the prestige of
Nepal would be increased in the
international arena only after
accession into the Rome
Statute. Celebration of
International Justice Day will be
meaningful and impunity will be
controlled in the country only
after accession into  this
instrument, he stressed.
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
